Position Description, Directors


General Description


Directors act as coordinators between FSAOHN and their respective local AOHN chapters, giving special attention to the promotion of FSAOHN programs and to the consideration of problems common to FSAOHN and local chapters.


Qualifications


Each local chapter president is a Director on the FSAOHN Board.


Specific Job Duties


Be familiar with all policies and procedures and bylaws


Attend all board meetings


Submit agenda items to President, including discussion of local concerns and expectations.


Market FSAOHN to the local chapter.


Coordinate activities between the FSAOHN Board and the local chapter for FOHC.


Participate on committees as appointed by President.


Submit candidates for awards and FSAOHN officers.


Submit a written quarterly report of local chapter activities to the board. Report should be given to President and Recording Secretary at each board meeting.


Submit a written annual report of local chapter activities to the membership, using report form provided in section 2.07.02. Report should be given to President and Recording Secretary at the annual meeting. 


Present a brief oral report on local chapter activities at the annual business meeting. The report may be a condensed version or highlights of the written annual report. 


Assure that a chapter report is submitted for each issue of the CUE.
