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Position Description, Governmental Affairs Committee Chair

General Description

The Governmental Affairs Committee Chair is responsible for planning and coordinating governmental affairs activities of FSAOHN, working with a committee (the Governmental Affairs Team) consisting of representatives from each local chapter.

The Chair provides insight and information to the FSAOHN Board and to the Governmental Affairs Team members about regulatory and legislative issues which impact the practice of occupational and environmental health nursing in Florida. 

Qualifications

The Governmental Affairs Chair is appointed by the FSAOHN President. To be eligible, a candidate must be an active member of FSAOHN.

An interest in political activity and a sense of how FSAOHN can affect political outcomes is essential. Previous experience with governmental affairs activities is desirable.

Specific Duties

1. Attend all FSAOHN board meetings and be willing to assume working responsibilities.

2. Prepare a report of Governmental Affairs Team (GA Team) activities, to be presented at each board meeting. 

3. Prepare an annual report of activities to be presented at the annual business meeting.

4. Work with the board and GA Team to influence Florida legislation and regulations that impact the practice of occupational and environmental health nursing.

5. Communicate with GA Team members on a regular, ongoing basis.

6. Monitor political activity related to OSHA, NIOSH, state and national legislation.

7. Communicate with AAOHN through State/Net information, and distribute State/Net to GA Team members.

8. Attend political functions such as county legislative forums and Political Action Days in Tallahassee. Expenses for these functions may be paid by the FSAOHN Board.

9. Plan and coordinate, with the FOHC Chair and FOHC host chapter, at least one hour of Governmental Affairs education or information session at each FOHC.

10. Prepare a Governmental Affairs report for each issue of the CUE.

11. Plan and implement an annual Governmental Affairs Committee meeting with all GA Team members during the annual FOHC to review and evaluate the past year’s goals and accomplishments, and to plan the next year’s goals and specific team member responsibilities related to goal accomplishment. 
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
